News From Cotter Volunteer Fire Department

We are fortunate to have had plenty of rain
recently so that the chances of brush fires are
substantially reduced. | would like to remind
everyone that if you decide to burn yard waste
(other types of burning are illegal), be
responsible and have a hose or other water
source near by. Also, be sure that there are no
hazards nearby that could create a serious
fire. We recently responded to a fire call that
could have been disastrous. A person had
started burning yard waste about thirty feet
from a large propane tank. Unbeknownst to
that person, the tank had a very slow leak,
which resulted in the tank starting to burn. The
fire spread to an adjacent storage building,
and the wall of the building and some of its
contents were destroyed. Fortunately, the tank
did not explode and the house did not become
involved in the fire. These people were very
lucky.

If you are planning a controlled burn, it is a
good idea to contact the non-emergency
number affiliated with 911 (424-6119) to notify
them of your plan to burn. That helps us to
know which fires are controlled if a passing
motorist spots smoke and calls it in. Many
hours have been spent by our volunteers
throughout the year chasing reported smoke
(particularly in rural areas) only to arrive and
find that it was an unreported controlled burn.
A call like that could possibly result in slowing
our response to a real emergency in which
someone's life is at stake.

We are fortunate to have a very dedicated
group of volunteer fire fighters in the Cotter
Fire Department, as well as in the
Cotter/Gassville Rural Fire District and the

Gassville Fire Department. Unfortunately, we
have lost a couple of men in our department
recently because they have moved out of our
area due to their employment. If you or
someone you know would be interested in
joining our department, please contact me
(870-656-1187) for more information.

Our department responds to fire emergencies
as well as medical emergencies. The number
of medical emergency calls continues to
increase, keeping this group busy. Last year,
we responded to just over 300 calls during the
year. This year to date, we have responded to
140+ calls. We serve this community 24/7,
that is, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. It can
be hard work and sometimes inconvenient,
but it can also be very rewarding and
personally fulfilling.

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Cotter’'s Witches Hat Water Tower

on Historical List

On May 29, 2007, Mayor David McNair proclaimed May as National
Preservation Month and called upon the people of Cotter to join the
nation in recognizing and preserving our historical places. A
celebration at City Hall was held to recognize the official listing of
Cotter’'s Witches Hat Water Tower on the National Register of Historic
Places. The designation increases the city’s chances of receiving a
grant to preserve the tower.

The Arkansas Historic Preservation Program includes the following
history of the tower:

“The introduction of US Highway 62 opened a new access to the town and stirred growth in the
community. It was believed that Cotter would become a major metropolis for northern Arkansas and
a gateway between Batesville, Arkansas and Branson, Missouri. In the same year, the
transportation advanced a step further, when the state approved the construction of a new bridge
over the White River. This new bridge, named the Ruthven Bridge, remains the only example of a
rainbow arch reinforced concrete bridge in the state.

A few years later, along US 62, the Public Works Administration began construction on the Cotter
Water Tower. According to the Sanborn insurance maps there were no water facilities prior to the
construction of the water tower in 1935. There was a spring in Cotter that was the city’s primary
source of drinking water. Rex Bayless, the former mayor of Cotter, remembered buying a barrel of
water from the spring at the cost of 25 cents per barrel. The only other sources of drinking water
were two wells, and often people would drink water off the roof of houses.

A description of Cotter in the mid 1930s in the Baxter County Chronicles gives Cotter credit for
being the largest town in Baxter County: ‘with a population of 1,200, it had surfaced streets, twenty-
four hour electric service, and one of the best municipal water plants in North Arkansas.”

Our water tower is the third Cotter landmark to be included on the register. The Cotter Bridge was
listed in 1990, and the Old Cotter High School Gymnasium, now the Youth Center, was added in
1995. All three listings can be seen online. Visit www.arkansaspreservation.com, and search for
Cotter.

According to ordinance ORD 04-04, which is
posted on the bulletin board outside City Hall,
fireworks may be set off between June 25' and
July 2 between 8 AM and 10 PM and on July 3
and 4 between 8 AM and 12 midnight. Fireworks
may be set off only on your own property or on
other properties with written permission.
Fireworks may not be set off on other dates
except as allowed by the ordinance.
Misdemeanor penalties of $50 to $250 will be
assessed per each violation of the ordinance. To
read the complete ordinance, stop by City Hall.
