Work Session: 8/16/07 
Topics Discussed 

·  Purchase a dump truck. The truck in 
use at present does not have enough 
power and will not haul a full load up 
the Cotter hills. The plan is to purchase 
a used (300K miles) truck cab and 
chassis, then adapt it to a dump truck 
by modifying the frame, adding a dump 
bed, and proper hydraulics. The city will 
get $5,000 for the old dump truck. The 
replacement cab and chassis will cost 
$7,500, and an estimated $15,000 will 
complete the changes to make it a 
dump truck. Money for this project will 
be obtained by a loan at the best rate 
available. 

·  Purchase a new Dodge Durango for a 
police car. Funds have been 
accumulating from court fees that were 
earmarked for buying major items as 
needed by the police department. 
Purchase will be on a three-payment 
plan over a two-year period. The new 
car will replace the Chevrolet now in 
service, which would be kept and used 
as a city car. 

·  Moving city bank accounts from First 
National Bank to First Security Bank. 
All accounts were discussed and the 
recommendation was to move the 
accounts in an effort to receive better 
interest rates. 

 
Regular Meeting: 8/23/07 
Agenda and Results 

·  Consider changing financial institutions. 
The city currently banks with First 
Federal Bank. First Security offered 
higher interest rates than those in 
place. This was discussed at the work 
session on 8/16/07. The higher interest 
rates were matched by First Federal at 
a later date and the question was to 
move or not to move. Council voted to 
move all accounts except the CDs, 

which will be left until maturity. With this 
action, Cotter’s long association with 
First Federal comes to an end when the 
CDs mature. 

·  The dump truck proposed in the work 
session was discussed and approved. 
The total amount of money approved 
was not clear to this observer, but it 
was enough to equip the truck. 

·  The council approved a dollar-per-hour 
pay raise for the Public Works 
Supervisor to cover his efforts doing 
building inspections in support of the 
new building code. 

·  A resolution to show Cotter’s support of 
the new county library was read by the 
City Clerk and approved by the Council. 

·  A report on Justin Morrow, a city 
employee injured in a work-related 
accident, indicated he is doing well and 
will return to work on Monday, August 
27. The accident remains under 
investigation. 

·  Purchase of a computer program for 
preparing monthly financial summaries 
that contain more information and are 
more readily understandable was 
approved. The cost is a few hundred 
dollars. 

·  A reminder that school has begun and 
we must all be more cognizant of 
children on the move. 

·  There was minimal discussion of an 
amphitheater in the park. This is a 
project that will require a lot of planning 
if it is to happen. 

·  City ordinances for codification have 
been returned to Little Rock and 
information will follow. 

·  Tree City USA was discussed. The city 
received signs, flags, and a framed 
proclamation from the Tree City 
organization in the last month. The 
Mayor passed his appreciation to Quin 
Berry, the Cotter Tree Commissioner, 
for an outstanding job. Quin then 
praised those who had helped in the 
project and reminded us that this is an 
ongoing process, and a lot of work 
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remains to be done. He pointed out that 
the hot, dry summer is taking its toll on 
city trees. Anyone interested in 
dedicating some time and effort in this 
area should contact Quin. 

·  Saturday, September 8, 2007 will bring 
the “Jakes Event” to Big Spring Park. 
The annual event will be a good day for 
boys and their dads. If you have a son, 
come on down to the park with him.

The Bus to the Future

How did a poor, rural boy from Whiteville, 
whose education almost ended after eighth 
grade, become the president of a major 
university? He took the bus. To Cotter. Today, 
Jerry Morris has come full circle, back to 
Cotter, where his career in education began 
with a bus. 
 
Let’s back up and start at the beginning. 
Before WWII, there were over two thousand 
schools in Arkansas and very few buses. 
Schools were spaced so that students walked 
no further than five miles to class, and most 
schools provided education through eighth 
grade only. Going on to ninth grade required 
paying tuition at the nearest high school and 
finding your own transportation. For a 
struggling family, this was nearly impossible. 
 
With the end of the war and the ensuing Baby 
Boom, it became necessary to restructure 
education across the country. One-room 
schoolhouses in small communities became 
elementary schools and the middle grades 
were consolidated into larger schools, which 
were required to have a minimum enrollment 
of 350 and to provide transportation for their 
new students. Enter the yellow school bus. 
 
In 1948, Cotter School was determined to 
survive the cut. It invited the students of 
Gassville, Whiteville, Pilgrim’s Rest 

(commonly called Monkey Run), and Colfax (a 
tiny community near Mountain Home) to join 
their school. Each of these communities got to 
vote on whether they would consolidate with 
Cotter or Mountain Home.  
 
Jerry’s best friend, David Tucker (now owner 
of the sawmill in Whiteville), had two older 
brothers who had had the good fortune of 
going to high school in Cotter. The younger 
boys wanted to be Cotter Warriors too. The 
thought of going to school in the city of Cotter 
was a little intimidating, but Mountain Home 
was even bigger. Jerry and David had a 
mission. They headed out and lobbied all of 
their neighbors to vote for Cotter.  
 
On the first day of the 1949- 50 school year, 
Jerry Morris was one of the first kids on the 
bus to Cotter. He was the youngest of twelve 
children in his family, and the first to go to 
ninth grade. He walked a mile to catch the bus 
and rode it for one and a half hours, winding 
through Whiteville and Gassville (Colfax went 
to Mountain Home) before arriving at school. 
 
“There was terrific excitement and fear,” Jerry 
said about that day. “After going to school in 
one room for eight years, we were awed by 
the idea of going to such a big school with kids 
we assumed were very different from us, city 
kids. I had two pairs of pants and two shirts. I 
wore one outfit for two days while my mother 
washed and ironed the other one. I thought 
the city kids would see me as backward.” 
 
Cotter students were just as excited and 
curious. “We all gathered on the curved front 
steps of the school,” Marilyn said, “and waited 
for the bus to arrive.” (notice the steps on the 
right side of the photo in the Spotlighting 
Cotter History article on page 10). 
 
“I had never seen so many students,” Jerry 
remembers. “It was quiet when we filed off the 
bus and up the steps. The Cotter kids smiled 
and were friendly, but we just looked at each 
other.”

Inside, they filled out the required paperwork 
and were sent to class. “There were no 
introductions. There was no celebration,” Jerry 
said. “We went to class and got down to 
business.” 
 
Within a week, fears of not having the right 
clothes or haircut or speech vanished and the 
new kids felt accepted. They had quickly 
become Cotter Warriors. The bus that picked 
them up and took them home was also used 
for Cotter’s basketball team, the only school 
sport at the time. Cotter had one of the few 
gyms in the area. Even Mountain Home used 
Cotter’s gym for their home games. 
 
“We had the largest and nicest basketball 
court around,” Marilyn said. “Most of the 
others had no room at all around the court. 
Some were even obstructed by the coal stove 
used to heat the gym.” 
 
During those first years, George Britain, a 
math teacher at Cotter, drove the bus. 
“George liked to brag that he could put that 
bus in first gear going thirty miles per hour,” 
Jerry said. The kids challenged him to prove it. 
In a grinding demonstration, George stripped 
all the gears in the 1949 Chevy, and Cotter’s 
bus rolled to a stop. “They loaded all of us on 
a flat bed trailer that day,” Jerry said, “the big 
kids around the edge with their feet hanging 
off, and all the smaller kids in the middle.” 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
A few years later, it was on that same bus that 
the idea of going on to college was first 
suggested to Jerry by bus driver Jimmy Dyer. 
He asked Jerry to stay on the bus one day on 
the way home from school. He had something 
to tell him. “You’re a smart kid, Jerry,” he said 
after all the other kids had gotten off the bus. 
“You should go to college.”  
 
Jerry shook his head. “I’m not smart enough, 
and I don’t have the money,” he said. 
 
But the seed was planted. At school, Jerry had 
become good friends with Larry Pitman, 
Marilyn’s brother. The night before Larry was 
to go to Fayetteville to register at the 
university, he stopped by Jerry’s house and 
told him to pack a suitcase. He wanted Jerry 
to register for college, too. Jerry went along to 
humor Larry, but knew it was a dream too far 
out of his reach.  
 
Midway through the next day, after trying to 
maneuver his way through registration, Jerry 
threw his paperwork in the trash in frustration. 
“I’ll never be able to do this,” he said. 
 
Larry refused to let him fail. “Yes you can,” he 
said. “We’re going back. We’ll do it together.”  
 
“I was fortunate all along to have people who 
set me back on my feet when I thought I 
couldn’t go on,” Jerry said, looking back over 
his life. “Larry and I found jobs at school to 
make money. We worked summers on the oil

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rigs in Texas. Herbert Pitman helped me pay 
for one semester so I wouldn’t have to drop 
out.” 
 
With hard work, perseverance, and the 
generous help of people who cared about him, 
Jerry finished college. By 1959, he was a 
teacher and coach at Cotter Schools himself. 
And he drove the bus. In 1960, he became 
Cotter High School’s principal, and his lifetime 
dedication to education had begun. After a 
career as teacher, principal, administrator, and 
dean, the educational ride that started with 
Cotter’s first school bus reached its esteemed 
destination in the office of the president of 
Texas A&M University¾ Commerce. Jerry 
Morris served in this position for eleven years, 
from January, 1987 through December, 1997.  
 
“I learned the value of education as a 
liberating and uplifting influence,” Jerry said, 
”and found great wisdom in Abraham Lincoln’s 
motto, ‘I will prepare myself, and perhaps, 
someday, my chance will come.’ My first bus 
ride began my preparation.”

          School days, school days…   
 
The first Cotter school was built in 1912. It 
was a magnificent concrete structure as 
shown in the photo at right. Many students 
were educated here, and graduated from this 
school, which was considered one of the best 
in northern Arkansas.  
 
This once-proud school was destroyed by fire 
on November 18, 1978. It had been replaced 
by the current school in the late sixties and 
was vacant at the time of the fire.  
 
The school that burned was Cotter’s first 
school building, but our first official school 
began in 1904, eight years earlier, in a tent 
near the present Baptist Church at Fourth and 
Dalton Streets. Classes later moved into the 
church when it was built.  
 
An article in the Cotter Courier in 1904 states, 
“School began Tuesday in Cotter and we 
understand that there is an enrollment of thirty 
or more students.” 
 
Another article from the same year recognizes 
Cotter’s first teacher. “Miss Cara Patterson 
commenced her second month of school last 
Monday. The school is progressing finely, and 
many teachers would have given up rather 
than contend with the difficulties encountered 
in starting Cotter’s first school.” 
 
Cotter still has a grade-A school system and is 
one of the best in the state of Arkansas.
