City Council Meeting Notes

The regular meeting began at 6:00 PM Thursday
August 27, 2009. Acting Mayor Peggy Hammack
called the meeting to order and had a roll call by
Andrea Gray who was filling in as City Clerk. The
first subject was the news that Mayor David McNair
had resigned and a replacement needed to be
selected. The process is that the City Council
selects a replacement or calls for a Special
Election.

Sue Whittington proposed to the Council that a
citizens committee be in charge of recruiting
applicants, interviewing them and providing results
to the City Council to aid in selection of a
replacement. After much discussion Councilman
Peters proposed that the suggestion be followed.
The proposal was seconded by Councilman Gil
Stammer. Councilman Jack Burkhart and Tom
Stuecken voted against the proposal and
Councilman John Dubois and Denis Dunderdale
voted for it. A call for interested applicants to the
audience brought forth six respondents. They were
Denis Dunderdale and John Dubois, both on the
Council and Sharon Peters, Carolyn Gil, Bob
Ashlock and Mo Mosley. The City attorney advised
that Dunderdale and Dubois should recues
themselves from voting on the candidates.

The candidates will complete a survey by Sept 5,
2009 and submit it to the City. The Council
members will review the surveys and interview
candidates on Sept. 17, 2009 and vote for the
Mayor at the Sept. 24, 2009 regular scheduled
Council Meeting. All interested Cotter citizens
should turn out for both of these meetings. Citizens
should then make their Council Representative
aware of whom they think better prepared to do the
job.

There was discussion of how many hours the
Mayor should be available to the citizens of Cotter.
It appears that for $21,800 a year the Mayor should
be available five days a week except for vacation,
meetings, sickness or other personal reasons. This
position should be a full time job not a fill in job
while not working on a job of "higher priority". The
Mayor should spend his time in City Hall, if he has
outside interests that prevent that, he should not
take the job. The salary makes this one of the
better paying jobs in Cotter and it should be treated
as such.

Mr. Herb Parker was on the agenda to present to
the City Council his disapproval of the handling of
the City’s case against him because of his property
on 2nd and McLean. His contention was that the
approach and the way the ordinance was enforced
were not in compliance with the normal “Good ‘Ole
Boy Southern Tradition.” A lot of discussion was
carried out, most of which was not flattering to
either side. Mr. Parker pled not guilty at his court
date, so he will return for a trial. The end result
may be that we are finally going to clean up “All of
the city.” That remains to be seen, but it appears
that it may now happen.

Cotter Fire Chief Jim Whittington was not pleased
with the distribution of FEMA money from the ice
storm last winter. The fire Department set up and
manned a shelter for Cotter residents while power
was off in town. Whittington feels the Fire
Department should get part of the remaining
$16,500, after initial disbursement, for their efforts
in the shelter.
